In medieval times as today consti-
tuting one of the most precious and impressive treasures of the Cathedral of
Salerno, they have attracted the attention of many historians and art histori-
ans, who have tried to contextualize the ivories in the medieval history of
Salerno, southern Italy, and the Mediterranean. Yet they remain enigmatic,
as do the many questions concerning their date, place of production, patro-
nage, function, and possible audience.
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
